This would require the consolidation of the financial statements for the
Company and a related entity (Dennis Corporation Development, LLC) which, in our opinion, should
be consolidated in order to conform with accounting principles generally accepted in the United States
of America. Had the activities of the related entity been recorded in these financial statements,
projected net income and stockholders' equity would have increased by approximately $65,384.
